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Fillers in Natural Discourse
- Analysis of Natural Conversational Data-

Abstract:

The expressions such as ‘ano (anoo) ,‘e (ee)’ and so on in natural discourse are defined as
Fillers. This paper examines the classification and the frequency in the use of Fillers on the basis
of recorded Japanese natural conversational data, and then analyzes the functions of Fillers.

This analysis exhibits the three functions of Fillers depending on the position where they are
used in a single sentence. First, Fillers at sentence-initial position are used to signal a turn, an
opening, a follow-up and a paraphrase of the utterance. Also, this paper argues that they
represent the speaker’s modality (mental attitude) - surprise, finding and so on. Second, Fillers at
sentence-middle position serve to express not only a link word but a psychological attempt of the
speaker to direct the addressee’s attention to him/her. Third, Fillers at the sentence-final position
indicate the speaker’s hesitation about saying something embarrassing and at the same time the
close of his/her utterance.
